BRAND RERECORD INSTRUCTIONS

A New Mexico Brand Owner has three rerecord options; RENEWAL, TRANSFER OR CANCEL. A $75.00 

transaction fee is required to process a renewal or transfer. There is no charge to cancel a brand. 

To RENEW or CANCEL your brand you will use the RENEWAL OR CANCEL REMITTANCE FORM.  To TRANSFER your brand you will use the TRANSFER REMITTANCE FORM. 
To RENEW your brand, complete the proper remittance form, select renewal and submit a check or money order for $75.00.
To TRANSFER your brand, complete the proper remittance form, and include the BRAND BILL OF SALE. A brand bill of sale is required for all brand transfers. A transfer is defined as a transaction requiring a brand owner name change. Each brand bill of sale can have up to three transfer signatures. Please return all transfer documents along with the required $75.00 transfer fee. 
To add a name(s) to a brand registration, the current brand owner(s) must submit a brand bill of sale reflecting the addition and sign before a notary public. 
To change ownership of your brand, the current brand owner(s) must submit a brand bill of sale reflecting the new ownership and sign before a notary public. 
To remove a name brand registration, the current brand owner(s) must submit a brand bill of sale reflecting the name change and sign before a notary public.

To remove the name of a deceased brand owner from the brand registration, the surviving spouse must submit, if the brand owner died without a will, (1) a certified copy of the death certificate, (2) an original brand certificate issued to the deceased brand owner, (3) an affidavit attesting that (a) he/she is the surviving spouse of deceased brand owner, (b) there are no other interested persons, as that term is defined in the New Mexico Uniform Probate Code, NMSA 1978, §§ 45-1~101 et seq" (1995), having a property right in or claim to the brand registration, said affidavit must be signed before a notary public, and (4) a brand bill of sale signed before a notary- public reflecting the name change. It the deceased brand owner leaves a last will and testament, the personal representative of the decedent brand owner's estate must submit (1) a certified copy of the death certificate, (2) a certified copy of the order entered by the district court or probate court appointing the personal representative of the deceased brand owner's estate, and (3) a brand bill of sale, signed before a notary public, reflecting the name change. 

To remove a name, due to divorce, both spouses must submit a brand bill of sale reflecting the name change and sign before a notary public. 
To CANCEL your brand, detach the proper remittance form, select cancel and sign the line underneath the cancel selection. There are no fees required to c cancel a brand.
